 1- Karnak Temple, the biggest religious temple in the world (2055 BC).

 2- Mummification museum, in Luxor (ancient Thebes), intended to provide an understanding of the 

process to preserve the body. The ancient Egyptians not only applied embalming to dead humans but 

also to many animals (Cats, dogs, crocodiles…. etc.). God Anubis (the Jackal) was the god of 

embalming and mummification.

 Optional Hot Air Ballon
 Guided tour to visit:

 1- Valley of Kings, with 63 tomb sites discovered to date, and excavations ongoing, the Valley of the 

Kings is one of the most famous archaeological sites in the world. (2100 BC).

 

 2- Queen Hatshepsut Temple, the queen who became pharaoh, built a magnificent temple at Deir 

al-Bahari, on the west back of Luxor. (1473–1458 BC).

 
 3- Colossi of Memnon, are two enormous statues of 18th Dynasty Pharaoh Amenhotep III originally 

designed to guard his mortuary temple (1350 BC)

 
 4- Luxor Temple, was built on the east bank of the Nile by Amenhotep III, "The Magnificent'. With his 

wife Queen Tiy (1390 BC).



 5- Deir El Madina, is an ancient Egyptian workmen’s village which was home to the artisans who 

worked on the tombs in the Valley of the Kings during the 18th to 20th Dynasties of the New kingdom 

of Egypt (1550–1080 BC).

 
 After visits transfer to Luxor station to board the Elite bus at 10:30am to Cairo arrive at 7:00am. (next 

day)
