at Deir al-Bahari, on the west back of Luxor. (1473–1458 BC).



 3- Deir El Madina, is an ancient Egyptian workmen’s village which was home to the artisans 

who worked on the tombs in the Valley of the Kings during the 18th to 20th Dynasties of the 

New kingdom of Egypt (1550–1080 BC).

 
 4- Colossi of Memnon, are two enormous statues of 18th Dynasty Pharaoh Amenhotep III 

originally designed to guard his mortuary temple (1350 BC)

with Persian and Mamluk elements. It was also inspired by Syrian, Moroccan and Andalusian 

motifs, as well as Ottoman style. The building thus harmonises between a number of Islamic 

architectural traditions.

civilizations projects in the current century, as for its unique location, features, and cultural
